Statistics Consultant for PhD students

In cooperation with the Graduate Schools, the Center for Statistics
offers statistical consulting for PhD students. The consulting service
supports PhD students regarding the handling of different types of
data (e.g. cross-sectional, longitudinal or time series data) and
model selection (e.g. generalized linear models, mixed models or
structural equation models). Additionally, the implementation of the
data analysis in different statistical software packages (R, SPSS,
Stata) or advice on the interpretation and scientific representation of
results are part of the consulting service. Interested PhD students
can register here.
